Buying and Renting Instruments*
We will be starting 6th grade beginning band and orchestra the first day of school next fall.  Between now and then, please line up an instrument for your child. Many people rent or purchase instruments from local music stores.  Be very careful in dealing with discount chains, eBay, Wal-Mart, and pawnshops.  While you can occasionally pick up a great deal, more often we have had students who’ve received an inferior instrument that may have cost less, but didn’t last much more than a few months. Also, the better the instrument the easier it will be to play. Investing in a quality instrument will make your child more successful and increase the chances of them enjoying their instrumental experience. 

Many individuals have an instrument already in the family and choose to use that.  If that is your situation, we encourage you to please take the used instrument to one of the area music stores so that you can be certain that it is in good playing condition!  

To make an informed decision on the instrument your child is buying or renting from a local store, these are the brands and model numbers we recommend so you know you are getting a quality instrument.
